6-Traits Group Project

(Project plans and this handout taped on I.N. page 42)


You will be presenting one of the six traits of writing to your class with a group.  Everyone will participate in creating and presenting the trait.  You will be graded as a group and individually on your ability to cooperate with the group, your effort in contributing to group ideas, and the overall final product you present.  

Order of what to do:

1. Begin by researching individually.  Come up with a list of qualities for your 6-Trait.  BE SURE TO WRITE WHERE YOU FOUND THESE IDEAS (website, textbook, posters, etc.)  

2. Next, gather with your group and discuss the various qualities you found.  Be sure to write your group plans in your I.N. 42 as well.  

3. Plan out how you will present your information.  

4. In your presentation, you will need:

- A visual aid (poster, power point, artwork, video, etc) to represent your 6-Trait. 



(20 points)

- A published book, paper, article, etc… that is a good example how to write well using your trait.  Someone will read a small section out loud during your presentation and describe how it shows your trait.  



(15 points)

- Every group member will present a piece of the group project or a writing tip on your 6-Trait.  You must have at least 3 writing tips.  


(10 points)

- Site your sources and where you found your information.  Be sure to read these out loud during your presentation.    



(5 points)  
- Your individual effort and contributions to the group will be graded throughout the week as I observe your group work.  



(25 points)
