Targeted (A P E) Reading Strategy
Anticipate the Text:  Preview and Predict
Review our RSMS (A P E) Reading Template:


A – Stands for Anticipate the Text



P – Stands for Process the Information



E – Stands for Evaluate what you read. 

This week we will concentrate on how good readers Anticipate the text by learning ways to Preview the text, and to Predict what will happen.  Your reading teacher has a non-fiction article for you to use to practice this reading strategy.

To Anticipate what you read, try to look at all the clues that give you an introduction to what the passage is about, and text features that “draw you into” or attempt to interest you in the text.  

One way to Anticipate the Text is to:  Preview the Text:

     
Look at the title / the subtitle / the chapter or section heading / the author 
the words in bold letters / the pictures or illustrations / the captions / the 
charts 
and graphs / the book or magazine cover.
Another way to Preview the Text is to: 

Identify Thesis Statement & Topic Sentence Assertions
A Thesis Statement Assertion is ~ one broad sentence that serves as a preview or a guide for the entire piece. Every topic sentence for every paragraph in the piece should support and enrich the thesis.  This is the “go” sentence for the passage, so you may highlight it in green. 
A Topic Sentence Assertion is ~ one sentence that is the main idea for an individual paragraph.  A topic sentence is followed by sentences that directly support and enrich the topic sentence. This is the “go” sentence for a paragraph, so you may highlight it in green. 
Anticipate the Text by Predicting:

In addition to previewing the text by “reading around it” and identifying the Thesis and Topic Sentence Assertions readers should predict the type of article it will be by labeling the thesis statement and topic sentence assertions as:
· Narrative – If the assertion is narrative, the article will be written in first person as a personal narrative or a memoir.

· Informative – If the assertion is informative, the main purpose will be to impart information, as in a feature article, a speech, or a proposal.
· Argumentative – If the assertion is argumentative, the main purpose will be to take a stand or position on an issue that has more than one side to it, and to prove this claim logically, without bias, as the writing unfolds.
Also, Anticipate the Text in the following ways:

· Predict what you think may happen or what the 
text may prove or say.
· Predict why you think the piece was written
· Predict whether or not the piece has any relevance to your life
· Predict whether or not the piece will inform you, move you to take action, entertain you, convince you, touch your heart, or lift your spirit.
· List any questions you might have that you predict the article might answer or explain.

Note:  Every Friday, during 7th period, your reading teacher will ask you to write a 3.8 (AP E) Summary of a nonfiction article you have read during the week.  Be sure to follow the RSMS 3.8 (A P E) Template to guide your writing.  Learning to summarize is a way to pick out the key points (thesis/assertion) of an article and to show your understanding of the supporting details of the article.  As you conclude your summary, you have the opportunity to evaluate the article in a relevant, and thoughtful way.
