During the course of this year, we will be covering various topics about narrative text including plot, characterization, and theme, as well as topics in expository text including text structures, cause and effect, and functional texts. Here are some things that are unique to Reading Class:  
Interactive Journal

Similar to our Language Arts interactive notebooks, I will have each student keep a Composition Journal for Reading.  I would like for the actual notebook to specifically be a College Ruled Composition style in order to keep it separate from their Language Arts spiral notebook.  All bell work, assignments, and reading responses will go into this journal, so it is essential that you are responsible for it throughout the year.  I may require a new journal after Winter Break depending on how full they become.  

Required Reading
Students are required to have a grade appropriate, independent reading book with them DAILY.  They are also required to complete at least 30 minutes of reading a night.  This is a minimal requirement that will only better prepare them for eight grade expectations and onto High School.  We will be working through the Accelerated Reader program to grow as readers.  If a student does not have an independent reading book with them, they will be required to choose from my class library.

When checking out a book in my class, please be sure to sign it out & in.  Even though I do have some great books, my library is not the best selection to rely on.  Please use our school library, public library, or your local book store to find books that best suit your interests.  With this in mind, if you would like to donate any books to my library, I would appreciate more variety.  The school library has also requested non-fiction donations.
