August Literacy Strands – Week Three 
53-Year Anniversary of Martin Luther King’s “I Have a Dream Speech”!
Monday:  “On August 28, 1963, Martin Luther King, Jr. delivered his famous “I Have a Dream” speech at the Lincoln Memorial in Washington, D. C.  In this historic speech, King said he had a dream that white and black children would one day walk hand in hand and that one day sons of former slaves and sons of former slave owners would be able to live together in peace.  The 1950s, 1960s, and 1970s were tremendously difficult times for African-Americans.  They were not treated like white Americans simply because of their skin color, and many laws actually protected Civil Rights discrimination.  Jim Crow Laws requiring "separate" hotels, restaurants, schools, and even drinking fountains were common in many states.  Martin Luther King Jr. was a leader in the Civil Rights Movement, an effort to get more equal treatment for all Americans, not just black Americans.”  His speech 50 years ago was a turning point in the Civil Rights struggle.

Tuesday:  “The speech was important for many reasons. It brought even greater attention to the Civil Rights Movement.  King's speech was part of the March on Washington, a gathering of more than 250,000 people in the nation's capital.  Marches like this one and ones earlier in Detroit and other cities called attention to discrimination.  The speech was given in the shadow of the Lincoln Memorial because Lincoln issued the Emancipation Proclamation - which freed slaves in the Southern states.  By giving his speech there, King called attention to inequality for blacks a century before (and during the Civil War) and how things hadn't changed very much in 100 years.  The speech also brought Martin Luther King Jr. and his message of non-violence to a worldwide audience. The speech was carried on the radio, was reprinted in newspapers and magazines all over the world, and it made Congress pass the Civil Rights Act more quickly. This set of laws was finally passed in 1964 – giving African-Americans more equal treatment than they ever had before.”

Wednesday:  Fun Facts About the Speech!  “The speech prompted the largest march of the Civil Rights Movement and Dr. King’s speech was the defining moment. [He included many allusions.] If you pay attention, you can catch references to Abraham Lincoln’s Gettysburg Address, the Declaration of Independence, the Emancipation Proclamation, even Shakespeare.  And of course, there are plenty of references to Biblical scripture.  After all, he was a minister.  He remixed the original version on the spot.  Standing in front of almost a quarter million people might not seem like the time to revise what you planned to say.  Dr. King had a speech all written and ready for that day, but he started adlibbing toward the end when gospel singer Mahalia Jackson shouted, “Tell them about the dream, Martin.”  He scrapped the papers and went into what he knew best — preaching — and accented his sentences with “I have a dream.”  But, those words were never part of his original speech. He winged it on the spot.”

Thursday:  “When a guy’s trying to rid a nation of inequality, and injustice, it kind of cuts into his speechwriting time.  Dr. King was so busy organizing the march that 12 hours before he was scheduled to stand in front of the masses at the Lincoln Memorial, he didn’t have his speech written.  [Once he got started, however, his speech writing abilities kicked in!]  “I Have a Dream” has been ranked the top speech of the 20th century and hasn’t budged from that spot since he delivered it on August 28, 1963.  Its influence and impact also led to Dr. King becoming the youngest recipient – and the second black winner – of the Nobel Peace Prize one year later.”  Tragically, Martin Luther King Jr. was assassinated in 1968, but his legacy stands tall in Washington D. C.  “The brand new Martin Luther King, Jr. National Memorial was completed in October 2011 and has been designed so that the statue of Dr. King looks directly at the Lincoln Memorial, right where he delivered the "I Have a Dream" speech.”
