The Buddha:  Founder of Buddhism - Siddhartha Gautama:  563 B.C.E. 

The Buddha, Siddhartha, was born rich, but voluntarily lived a life of simplicity and meditation so he could concentrate on finding spiritual balance – what he called “The Middle Way.”  He desired to achieve Nirvana, the highest state of enlightenment.  He felt Nirvana could be achieved by living a life of compassion and kindness, and by following the “Eightfold Path” which included good thoughts, good speech, good actions and good effort.
